Scopus offers smart tools to track, analyze, and vi-
sualize research, offering a comprehensive overview of the world›s research output 
in the fields of science, technology, medicine, social sciences, and the arts and huma-
nities. In addition, it has been classified as a journal of international competencies by 
the National Science and Technology Council (Conacyt) Classification System of 
Science and Technology Journals. This is a result of the efforts by the editorial team 
and everyone who contributes to the journal’s publication. Naturally, we especially 
want to thank all the reviewers and authors who have submitted their articles to our 
journal. Its inclusion in the Scopus database brings with it new challenges for all our 
contributors, since from now on, its scope and visibility will grow a great deal, as 
will the demands on it.

In order to continue improving our editorial processes, we want to announce 
the following changes in the journal: 1) Beginning in July 2017, articles approved for 
publication will be uploaded ahead of printing as pre-prints on the journal’s websi-
